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Reconciliation is crucial in act 3, when Jack realizes that his life has not been a fiction tale and he really is Earnest, “I always told you, Gwendolen, my name was Ernest, didn’t I? Well, it is Ernest after all. I mean it naturally is Ernest.” he is allowed to marry Gwendolen and Lady Bracknell accepts him, and she does not criticize his background anymore because she is part of his life. So as a result of truth both characters take advantage of the situation. Jack is able to marry Gwendolen and Lady Bracknell gets what she wanted, a respectable man that allows to keep her social status and improve their family’s wealth “My nephew, you seem to be displaying signs of triviality”
Cecily and Gwendolen accept Jack and Algernon’s explanations about their change of identities, but there is still a problem with the name “Your Christian names are still an insuperable barrier. That is all! ”. Ernest and Algernon plan to be rechristened again so the women are happy, which is also a sign of how Ernest keeps trying to live up to someone else´s expectations. Cecily and Gwendolen are able to leave behind all the lies, because they consider other values, such as physical courage, capacity for self sacrifice and identity, even style as more important. Both Cecily and Gwendolen agree that the style in which they explained themselves is more important to decide if they were believable or not: “Cecily: I don’t. But that does not affect the wonderful beauty of his answer; Gwendolen: True. In matters of grave importance, style, not sincerity is the vital thing.”
Cecily and Gwendolen feel inferior because of the values shown by Ernest and Algernon, such self-sacrifice and physical courage “They have moments of physical courage of which we women know absolutely nothing”; they are manipulated by this, but they carry out the conversation and expect men to do something. There is a double standard since they know that men lie to the women, though they are willing to forget it, because they want to achieve their goal, to get marry with a man named Earnest. “How absurd to talk of the equality of the sexes! Where questions of self-sacrifice are concerned, men are infinitely beyond us”. Since men are in love with these women, they are willing to sacrifice their names, in order to win their love and hand in marriage.
The play is a satire in the way that it makes fun of society, the expectations women have are absurd, because they want to get married only with a man whose name is Ernest. Lady Bracknell is also a satirical character, she embodies the problems of society at that particular time, and the truth causes contradictions on her, because Lady Bracknell changes her mind from one moment to another when she realizes that Ernest is a respectable man, and only now Ernest fulfills her requirements and he is allowed to marry to Gwendolen.
