An inconvenient truth.

I would like to comment on the documentary entitled “An inconvenient truth” by Davis Guggenheim, presented by Al Gore.  In this documentary “Global warming” is presented as a current issue due to the relevance that this problem has around the world. Although there are showed several other problems, such as the drought, popular increase, more precipitations and the seasons change, my comment will be focalized on Melting Ice phenomenon and an observation on the Factories market.
